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Present Simple

We use present simple to talk about routines, things that are generally true
and things that are permanent.

| play soccer every day We go to school everyday
You are a doctor Mario plays basketball every Sunday
| live in Rancagua Carla goes to Talca every summer

Present Simple — Rules

When we use present simple, the form of the verb depends on the subject

| play soccer every day My friend plays soccer every day
We study English Camilo studies English
We wash the dishes My father washes the dishes

(Let’s remember personal pronouns before we continue)

I yo

We Nosotros

He El

She Ella

It Eso (Cosas y animales)
They Ellas/Ellos/Esos/Esas
You Tu/ustedes

When the subject can be replaced by or is I, WE, THEY or YOU, we use the
base form of the verb

Play: | play soccer — We play soccer — They play soccer — You play soccer
